1. We are now at the end of the doctrinal section of the book of Romans.

a. This is the greatest theological dissertation in the entire New Testament – containing truths which have often 


brought reformation and revival to the Church.

b. In 1:18 – 3:20 we encountered an explanation and condemnation of the sinul human race.

c. From that grim theme, 3:21 – 5:11 moved on to the grand hope of justification.

d. Then chapters 6 - 8 presented principles of living the Christian life.

e. And finally in chapters 9 – 11 we have seen the defense of God’s righteousness in his dealings with the Jews 


and Gentiles in history, eventually in great blessing for both in the future.
2. The closing verses of the chapter summarize the argument and break into a  mighty doxology of worship to God 
for the marvel and mystery of God’s dealings with men.
