TRUE WORSHIP – PART 2
Romans 12:1-2
1. Here we have Paul following the usual pattern which he always follows.

2. He ends his letters with a section of practical application of the great doctrinal truths he has laid out.

3. Here’s are the questions before us:  “What is real or true worship?””What kind of worship is God looking for?”

4. We get up on Sunday mornings and say “We’re going to worship” and that’s fine.


a. But may I say, that what and all that you and I do here on any given Sunday is not all acceptable to the Lord 

if we do not understand and practice what is set out in these two verses of Romans.


b. In fact, unless we understand and do what is found here in these verses, what we do here on Sundays is 


noting but “dead works” before the Lord, and unacceptable.

5. What does God say about worship?

I. THERE IS FIRST, THE PRESENTATION. 

A. “That you present your bodies.” 


1. Paul is speaking about our physical bodies.


2. There is no more characteristically Christian demand!




a. The Christian believes that the body belongs to God just as much as the soul does.




b. The body is indeed the temple of the Holy Spirit.  (I Cor. 6:19-20; Romans 6:12-13)


3. Our bodies are the instruments through which the Holy Spirit works.


B. “A living sacrifice.”


1. Not a dead sacrifice upon a Jewish altar, but a living, breathing, walking sacrifice daily.


2. Paul says, take your body; take all the tasks that you have to do every day; take the ordinary work of the 



shop, the factory, the office, the shipyard, the mine; and offer all that as an act of worship to God.



a. 
ILL. There is a story that when the famed English architect, Sir Christopher Wren, was directing the 





building of St.  Paul’s Cathedral in London, some of the stone cutters were interviewed by a journalist 




who asked 
the, “What are you doing here?”





The first said, “I’m cutting stone for three shillings a day.”





The second replied, “I’m putting ten hours a day in on this job.”





The third replied, “I’m helping Sir Christopher When build the greatest cathedral in Great Britain for the 





glory of God!”



b. Paul said in I Cor. 10:31 - “Whatever ye do, do all to the glory of God.” 

C. “Holy acceptable unto God.”



1. “Holy” – That which is set apart for God.



2. Thus, the physical body of the believer, put at the disposal of God, presented to Him, is holy, both in the 



sense of being set apart for His use, and holy in the sense of being used for pure and righteous purposes, 



and thus, free from sinful practices.
II.  THEN THERE IS THE WORSHIP.

A. Real worship is the offering of everyday life to God.



a. Real worship is not something which is transacted in a church.



b. A man may say, “I’m going to church to worship God.” But he should also be able to say, “I’m going to the 




factory, the shop, the office, the school, the garage, the field, the garden, to worship the Lord Jesus Christ!”

B. So, if we come here on the Lord’s Day – and all week we have cheated, lied, swore, lusted – before real 




worship takes place, there needs to be an adjustment to the Spirit – repentance and cleansing of life and 




purpose.
